School Rules

Each program will select the assessment methods that will provide the most useful and relevant
information for the purposes that the program and its faculty have identified. When selecting which
assessment methods to use, consider what questions need to be answered, the availability of
resources, and the usefulness of the results.

Programs may find it valuable to identify what information currently exists in the program that can be
utilized as well as what assessment methods have been used for past assessments.

2.Incorporating different teachingstyles

Including diverse learning material is a sure shot way to bring diversity into the four walls of a
classroom. In a short space of time you can expose students to an unimaginable variety of
different things.

Fostering diversity is incredibly important, and one of the best places to begin doing that is
the classroom. There are numerous ways to bring greater variety into the classroom;
teachers must take the initiative to take every step to bring diversity into the classroom.
